Lesson Procedures: (day 2)


1.   Meet at library


2.  Give students 20 minutes to finish questions as a group and discuss them.


Tell each group they will be teaching the rest of the class (next class period)


Give them a few minutes to flesh out ways to explain their questions





3.  Regroup as a whole class and introduce drawing tools on MS Word-Simple processes will transfer into other more advanced programs (30 m)





INSPIRATION FOR FINAL PROJECT: 9X9 ISLAMIC STYLE DESIGN





Go to View, then toolbars, then drawing (a new strip should pop up at the bottom of the screen)


Click on the square.  Click and drag to create a square.


Move square, stretch square, rotate square, copy square, paste square, cut square, paste square


Click on the circle.  Click and drag to create a circle inside of the square.


Group images


Add another shape inside what you’ve already drawn....explore auto shapes or drawing tools


Try to create radial symmetry-a form of balance


Group, copy and paste


Ungroup and add something different


Copy and paste into an interesting  unified pattern--STRESS UNITY! You don’t want it to look like it was stamped over and over, it should look cohesive and harmonious


3.  Remainder of class: work  on designs and print them out.  Assist as needed.











Reflection:


The students really enjoyed this!  Be sure to focus on the fact that these are to be used as inspiration for their final designs, not just to waste time.  


Some students knew most of what I was teaching in this lesson, but I found that no one knew ALL of the tools they could use, so it seemed to be beneficial for all.  


Be sure to have an extension activity ready for those speedy students-maybe a second design idea?
