Lesson plan for 4th grade art 
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Lesson Objective:  Students will be able to identify and mix primary and secondary colors as evidenced by the creation of bubble art. 





Materials and room arrangement:  


Powdered tempera paint, bubble solution, plastic butter tubs with lids, 10 large straws with small holes in the top (cut in half), newsprint, 10 pcs. white paper (18x24) cut in half, flat tray, large bubble wand, three small bubble wands made from coat hangers, 5 soapy clean-up rags.  Room arrangement inside will have three different stations for bubble art  with a container of bubbles mixed with tempera paint for each primary color at each station, and newsprint covering tables. Chairs will be pushed aside and students will form a line at the beginning of each table. Students will keep their own straw.





Focus Activity: (10 m.) Take children outside where pre-arranged bubble solutions of red, yellow, blue and plain are set up.( Food coloring may work better for this activity). Let children know that they are going to have to pay attention to the bubbles because questions will be asked. Ask three students to make some bubbles from each container, one at a time. Ask children what colors they see after each different color solution is used.  Discuss how colors (wavelengths) of light are  absorbed and reflected. Ask them why the bubbles are not the color of the solution that they came from.  (How much light can be absorbed by a bubble, how much do they think is reflected?) Demonstrate conservation by blowing up a balloon and ask students how it is similar.

Lesson Procedures:


(10 m.) After focus activity, assign children to help bring in materials. (stations should already be set up). 


Gather students in a circle or semi-circle around one of the tables. 


Demonstrate process of blowing colored bubbles onto paper. 


Model the difference in effect when the bubble is blown directly on the paper and when the bubble is allowed to drop onto the paper. 


Be sure to model overlapping two and three colors at a time, pointing out that three colors creates a muddy color. 


Use art vocabulary.-overlapping, primary, secondary colors.


Have children name colors as you use them, and name the colors that are created when two colors overlap.


(3 m.)Explain process for proceeding through each station (use one color and move to the next, allowing the next person in line to use the previous color) and have art assistants pass out straws and paper to each person in their group. 


Divide students by having them count off into three groups.


(15 m.) Be sure students put their names on papers, and monitor students while they are creating their projects.


(10 m.) Have each group bring their work to you (call each group one at a time) to be put on the drying rack and wash up.  


Ask students what they discovered today, and have them identify the primary colors and the secondary colors  they created.


Introduce color wheel by relating it to the rainbow (ROYGBIV)





Assessment:  All colors represented, each primary color overlapping another primary color to create secondary colors.





Display area: In art room





Considerations for special needs:


Cerebal palsey:


Leave enough space for wheelchair to move freely


Give student a longer straw


Utilize special needs aid or assign a student from class to partner with student


Speak deliberately and clearly


Give frequent feedback and support.

Students will visit nga.gov and explore Kandinsky’s colorful work through an interactive tour

Lesson Objective:  Students will be able to recognize how color and pattern are used.  Students will create their own color wheels.





Materials and room arrangement:  Example of color wheel, products from last lesson, red, yellow and blue tempera paint, 20 #8 round brushes, 80 lb. white paper 12x18 pre-cut into 20 6x9 pieces, 10 circle templates with division lines marked and center cut out of oak tag,  10 plastic water containers, 6 clean up rags, soap,  20 pcs. newsprint, reproductions of Warhol’s Campbell’s Soup painting and Marylin painting. Tables will have two rinse containers and 5 dry rags for dabbing brushes.  Each table  will have a paint palette (egg carton) pre-filled with red, yellow and blue paint per two students.








Focus Activity: (5 m.) Review vocab. From last lesson (primary and secondary colors) through use of  product from last lesson.

Lesson Procedures:


(10 m.)Introduce works from Warhol and give brief background on him and pop art. (relate to children’s family to give a sense of time-the pop art movement began when your parents were kids)


Discuss how pop artists were rebelling against paintings and sculptures that took a lot of thought to understand and were making a statement about popular culture (images of soup cans, numbers, comic strips, hamburgers and famous people)


Discuss how paintings were flat, not intimidating to the viewer and easily recognized, and poked fun at how caught up in “things” our culture has become (introduce materialism)


Had an impact on graphic design (billboards, magazines, other ads and how they were designed)


Warhol, U.S. artist, one of the later pop artists, used silkscreen to further impress  the materialistic ideas represented by the movement-He could mass produce them


Painter and filmmaker, has the largest one-person museum in the nation


Discuss colors he used-have students name if they are primary or secondary colors (or something else) 


Critique one of the works as a class, use aesthetic judgement


What do you see? Do you recognize anything in the picture?


What colors were used?


Ask the children what kind of feelings they have when looking at the pictures and briefly discuss color and emotions.


Based on what we have just discussed, what do you think the painting is about?


(5 m.) Introduce new vocabulary:


warm and cool colors through the work and transition by pointing the same colors out on a color wheel.


Briefly discuss what colors students associate with summer, spring and winter. 


Introduce analogous and complementary colors through painting and color wheel.


(5 m.) Demonstrate construction of basic color wheel using template and ask students which colors to mix to get secondary colors. 


Remind them of the colors created when the bubbles overlapped.  


Model using appropriate amount of paint and rinsing brush properly, dabbing on towel whenfinished rinsing.


Encourage creativity in design of color wheels-Stress a theme pattern. Some suggestions may include bubbles, sailboats, animals, sports equipment (baseballs, etc.), nature. Stress SIMPLE shapes.


Explain that students will be using their color wheels to create their own pop art, and they will need to label their primary, secondary, analogous and complimentary colors


(2 m.) Instruct art assistants to gather  paper, pencils, stencils.


(15 m.) Allow students to trace stencils for basic pattern.  Monitor and assist students as they draw their color wheel design—be sure everyone knows how to use a ruler!! If not, give class demonstration.


If students finish early, pass out painting materials as needed and assist individually.


 (5 m.) Review questions and assign students to finish pencil design for homework.  Collect finished designs by calling each table to you one at a time.





Considerations for special needs:


Cerabal Palsey:


Reduce visual stimuli around student


Be sure that all areas are wheelchair accessible


Speak clearly and deliberately


Allow student to choose from three larger pre-cut color wheel templates to trace instead of drawing freehand


Give student larger paper to work on.


Place foam around pencil to aid  student’s grip


Utilize another student or teaching aid to steady student’s hand if necessary.


Give frequent feedback and support.


Gifted students:


If they seem to feel unchallenged or bored, offer them the option of creating a theme pattern color  wheel, or direct them to one of the mentioned websites for tutorials








Comprehension and review Questions:


What are warm colors and how do they make you feel?


What are cool colors and how do they make you feel?


What are some examples of analogous and complimentary colors?


What types of color combinations did Warhol use?




















Display area: classroom, hall display





Assessment:  Color wheel representing primary, secondary, complementary and analogous colors, with each labeled.  Neatness and creativity will be assessed.





Lesson Objective:  Students will be able to recognize how color and pattern are used.  Students will create their own color wheels. Students will create their own pop art showing knowledge of interplay between warm, cool, primary and secondary colors.





Materials and room arrangement:  Example of color wheel, products from last lesson, red, yellow and blue tempera paint, 20 #10 round brushes, 10 plastic water containers, 6 clean up rags, 10 dry rags (2 per table), soap, 20 pcs. newsprint, reproductions of Warhol’s pop art. Tables will have two rinse containers and 2 towels for dabbing brushes. Each table  will have a paint palette (egg carton) pre-filled with red, yellow and blue paint per two students. (2 palettes per table.)





Focus Activity: (5 m.) Review vocab. From last lesson (primary, secondary, warm and cool colors, analogous and complimentary colors)-through use of product from last lesson and Warhol reproductions.

Lesson Procedures:


(5 m.) Review color mixing and proper use of brushes.


(3 m.) Model how tables should be set up and have art assistants gather prepared materials for each table. 


2 dry rags for dabbing brushes and laying them down


2 paint palettes per table


4 brushes per table


work from last lesson, handed  in groups to each art assistant to distribute to their respective tables


2 rinsing containers of water


(20 m.) Monitor students while they work on color wheels. 


Encourage students to take their time and remind them that their work will be assessed including primary, secondary, complimentary and analogous colors properly labeled and neatness.


(5 m.) Show students example of pop art (four panels describing warm/cool, complimentary, analogous, and primary/secondary color combinations.) Explain that they will be using their color wheels as a reference to create their own pop art in the next art class.


Remainder of class: clean up. Model procedure first.


Have students one table at a time bring projects to you at the drying rack


Instruct art assistants to gather materials and place them in the same spot they retrieved them from, with brushes in rinse containers


Art assistants will get one clean up rag per table, students are to clean themselves first and then the table if necessary.





Assessment:  Color wheel representing primary, secondary, complimentary and analogous colors with primary and secondary colors labeled.    Neatness and creativity will be assessed.

Lesson Procedures:


 (10 m.) Introduce pop art lesson, and give parameters of assignment with completed work as example:


A self-portrait or drawing of an everyday object (cup, telephone, etc—teacher will have objects to study) repeated on four separate sheets of paper 


one panel representing warm/cool colors


one panel representing primary/secondary colors


one panel representing complementary colors


one panel representing analogous colors  


one sentence describing the emotion in each panel.


*Each panel should use colors that represent a separate mood or emotion.  


(3 m.) Review color mixing and proper use of brushes.


(10 m.) Demonstrate with full sheets of paper process of folding paper and laying down a ground of paint in each quadrant (introduce as vocabulary word), and have students suggest color combinations to represent a mood or emotion to represent.


Plan with students which colors to use to represent each quadrant (warm/cool, etc.)


Paint simple, graphic self-portrait in two different quadrants on pre-painted sheets with colors students suggest. (lead them as far as emotion goes due to pre-painted sheets). 


Point out that the color underneath may mix with the color being put on top, so careful planning is a must


Point out that if using two different hues of the same color, it may not look like the color you are trying to represent (dark green looks like blue-as shown in example) 


Instruct them to sketch their ideas out on newsprint (begin while art assistants are passing out materials) and lay down their ground in the remainder of class.


(3 m.) Have art assistants collect and distribute materials (newsprint will be already on tables.


2 paint palettes per table


5 brushes per table


2 water containers per table


2 dry rags per table


(5 m.) Monitor students as they sketch and lay down ground.


Remainder of class: Ask review and comp. questions, instruct students to finish sketches at home and be ready to paint next class period.


Have art assistants gather materials used and place them where they got them, 


place brushes in rinse container, 


gather works one table at a time to place on drying rack,


 art assistants will bring one soapy rag to be used by students on their hands.  


Be sure that sketches have students’ names on them and collect if finished.  If not, continue in next class.

Reduce visual stimuli around student


Be sure that all areas are wheelchair accessible


Speak clearly and deliberately


Use wider, weighted paint and water containers for student


Offer a foam covered sponge paintbrush to student for ease in control


Utilize another student or teacher’s aid to steady student’s hand if necessary.


Utilize teacher’s aid, another student, or frequent monitoring to assist student in labeling and mixing colors


Give frequent feedback and support.


Allow student to cut shapes instead of drawing lines if necessary


Gifted students:


Assign them to look on the website or in art books (contained in classroom) for inspiration for design.  Have them write a brief paragraph describing the artist and his/her work that they were inspired by.

Materials and room arrangement:  Example of color wheel, products from last lesson, tempera paint, 20 #8 round brushes,  10 plastic water containers, 6 soapy clean up rags, 16 pcs. newsprint, 20 pcs. 9x12  80 lb. white paper, 1 piece pre-folded and painted paper for demonstration, 10 pcs. Graphite or carbon paper, reproductions of Warhol’s pop art. Tables will have two rinse containers and 2 towels for dabbing brushes. Each table  will have 2 paint palettes (egg carton) pre-filled with red, yellow and blue paint. One per two students.








Focus Activity: (5 m.) Review vocab. From last lesson (primary, secondary, warm and cool colors), ask the students what moods/emotions that they have represented so far, or ideas for them, and which color combinations they have chosen.

Lesson Procedures:


(5 m.) Review parameters of assignment and have art assistants gather materials for each table, including previous work.  The work should be grouped by table for easy distribution by art assistants.


Demonstrate how to use graphite/carbon paper to transfer image onto all sheets


Reassure students that each picture may not look exactly the same, and that is okay.


Point out on example small changes in each quadrant to enhance interest within the piece.


Remind students of one sentence per panel on the back of their papers describing the emotion represented.





(35 m.) Monitor students as they work and ask questions to keep them focused:


Which panel are you working on? Warm/cool, etc?


What mood/emotion are you showing?


How do these colors show that mood/emotion?


 (10 m.) Clean up and ask class to share work and meaning behind it.  If time permits, this could be a class critique-review critique procedures of respecting the artist’s feelings, offering solutions and using art vocabulary already learned


Have art assistants gather materials used and place them where they got them, 


place brushes in rinse container, 


gather works one table at a time to place on drying rack,


art assistants will bring one soapy rag to be used by students on their hands.  


Newsprint will be replaced by teacher if necessary.


*If students are not finished with work, continue in next lesson.  Teacher will spray fixative on work (outside)  when complete.  Mounting will be done in next class.








Display area: classroom/hallway





Assessment:  Four panels representing 


a self-portrait repeated on four separate sheets of paper 


-one panel representing warm/cool colors


-one panel representing primary/secondary colors


-one panel representing complimentary


-one panel representing analogous colors  


-one sentence describing each panel to be written on the back of the paper


*Each panel should use colors that represent a separate mood or emotion. 


*Neatness and creativity will be evaluated as well.

Be sure that all areas are wheelchair accessible


Speak clearly and deliberately


Use wider, weighted paint and water containers for student


Offer a foam covered sponge paintbrush to student for ease in control


Utilize another student or teacher’s aid to steady student’s hand if necessary.


Utilize teacher’s aid, another student, or frequent monitoring to assist student in labeling and mixing colors


Give frequent feedback and support.


Allow student to cut shapes instead of drawing lines if necessary


Allow student to dictate sentences to another student if writing is not possible.


Gifted students:


Assign these students to write a paragraph instead of a sentence describing the mood of each panel.


Offer internet enrichment activities found in websites listed earlier.
