Lesson Objective:  Students will research and discuss aspects of traditional Japanese aesthetics for pottery.  Students will relate ritualistic aspects of the tea ceremony to their own lives through discussion.  Students will choose a form for tea bowls.





Materials and room arrangement:  Overhead projector, Blank transparency, transparencies of tea bowl images, tea bowl images for bulletin board, transparencies of shapes of tea bowls, KWL from last class, writing prompts of concepts students are expected to know








Focus Activity:  Outline day’s activities.--Find out which questions Meg and Sam had


Students share answers to questions within group. (Teach your group what you learned.  If you learned the answer to someone else’s question, let them know what you found).


Compare and contrast what you thought you knew with what you learned.


Concepts to know: Go over answers in class-Students explain the answer to the rest of the class

Lesson Procedures:


       1.  After day’s course has been laid out, give students time to share their answers and compare and contrast what they knew with what they learned. (10 m)








(10-15 m) Discuss answers as a class


Introduce writing prompts to specific questions from web quest.  Let them know that they will be tested on the information at a later date.


Answer these first, add to students’ answers if necessary.  GIVE THEM TIME TO WRITE IT DOWN!


Answer remaining questions as a class and add to as needed.


Discuss wabi-sabi aesthetic (use transparencies with descriptions)-Why make an ugly pot?


Discuss winter and summer forms (questions from web quest) and segue into different bowl shapes transparency, tea bowl transparencies 





(10-15 m) Demonstration of winter and summer bowls/introduction of production assignment


Discuss surface decoration-plan to use texture to your advantage-must look organic


Must use raku clay for raku pots


List of appropriate earthenware glazes on board


2 sketches of bowl forms before beginning








(35 m) Work on production assignment and assist as needed


Last 10 m. clean up
