Lesson Objective:  Students will research and discuss aspects of traditional Japanese aesthetics for pottery.  Students will relate ritualistic aspects of the tea ceremony to their own lives through discussion.  Students will choose a form for tea bowls.





Materials and room arrangement:  Overhead projector, Blank transparency, computers with internet access.


Students will go to the computer lab to complete Web Quest at www.fadrahepner.com.





Focus Activity:  Discuss with students Japanese culture and pottery, use KWL strategy on overhead (5-10 m.)


Introduce topic and discover what students already know about Japanese culture and pottery through use of KWL.        –What do you know about Japanese culture, or think you know? (analysis)


-What do you know about Japanese art? (analysis)


-What would you like to know about Japanese culture or art?

Lesson Procedures:


       1.  Introduce topic of unit: Japanese Tea ceremony and production of Tea bowls. (2 m.)





Divide students into groups of four and give instructions. (5 m)


Each group will be assigned a set of questions (1-8, 9-18)


Instruct students to go to � HYPERLINK "http://www.fadrahepner.com" ��www.fadrahepner.com�, then to the student page.  Next click on special projects and web quests.  Then click on Japanese Tea ceremony web quest and follow the directions. (STRESS READING THE WEBQUEST! MANY STUDENTS SIMPLY WANT TO ANSWER THE QUESTIONS)


Each group should decide together who will be answering which questions as they read through the web quest.-Remind them that the instructions are on the web quest if they get confused.


LET THEM KNOW THE ANSWERS WILL NOT JUMP INTO THEIR LAPS! THEY WILL NEED TO KNOW HOW TO SKIM THE PASSAGES.


Remind students of KWL columns:  Introduce grading rubric





Go to library and assist students as they complete webquests.   (Remainder of class) 


Remind students that they are accountable for their individual questions as well as the group’s sheet. (Instructions are on web quest).





If students finish early, return to classroom and share what they found.  If not, discuss answers at beginning of next class.








Considerations for special needs:


Partner lower achieving students with higher achieving students during web quest


Assign specific questions to students if necessary


Allow extra time for struggling students
